The Bill has followed the normal legislative process, and was referred to the Health,
Communities, Disability Services and Domestic and Family Violence Prevention
Committee (the Committee) for examination and report back to Parliament. | note that
the Commitiee’s report on the Bill was tabled on 26 August 2016 and the Committee
has recommended that the Bill not be passed.

When it is debated, Government Members of Parliament will vote with their conscience
on the Bill, and will not be constrained by any political party direction on the matter.
