Thank you for your letter of 29 March 2017 about Petitions 2730-17 and 2678-16 lodged with 
the Legislative Assembly on 21 March 2017 about residents' requests that an Australia Post 
street posting box be installed at the Rededge Convenience Centre, on the corner of Finnegan 
Way and Celestial Way at Coomera. 

While I acknowledge that the draft South East Queensland Regional Plan recognises that 
Coomera will accommodate significant growth over the next 25 years and that this growth 
should be serviced appropriately by social and economic infrastructure, a request for an 
additional street posting box is purely a matter for Australia Post to decide. It is not an issue in 
which the state government is able to intervene. 

In determining such requests, I am advised that Australia Post will consider the population 
growth in the requested area, the location of existing street posting boxes in the surrounding 
areas and the volume of mail these boxes receive.
